Cllr A Turner proposed that the Town Council seek approval from the Secretary of State for the proposed borrowing of £350,000 over 25 years from the Public Works Loan Board (PWLB) for the expansion and refurbishment of the Wades Centre to provide office space, a reception desk and towards the cost of replacement and additional toilets within the

centre. The annual loan repayments will be approximately £23,343 per year, based on the PWLB repayment costs dated 3/2/2023. It will not be necessary to increase the council tax precept for the purpose of the loan repayments as the cost of the annual loan repayments are less than the annual amount currently budgeted for the Town Council office rent in the existing premises and an existing loan repayment currently budgeted for a loan that will be repaid in May 2024.

Seconded by Cllr J Coombs.
At the Princes Risborough Town Council meeting on the 7th February 2023, it was RESOLVED to seek the approval of the Secretary of State for Levelling Up, Housing and Communities to apply for a PWLB loan of £350,000 over the borrowing term of 25 years for the expansion and refurbishment of the Wades Centre to provide office space, a reception desk and towards the cost of replacement and additional toilets within the centre. The annual loan repayments will be approximately £23,343. It is not intended to increase the council tax precept for the purpose of the loan repayments.
